This being the first day of the Third Session of the Thirty-sixth Parliament convoked by Proclamation of

the Lieutenant Governor for the dispatch of business, and the members of the House having assembled: -

Her Honour the Lieutenant Governor entered the Legislative Chamber and, having taken her seat on the

Throne, was pleased to open the Session by reading the following gracious speech:

Mr, Speaker, members of the Legislative Assembly, citizens of this province:

I am pleased to welcome you to the opening of the Third Session of the 36th Parliament of Ontario.

This ceremony is rooted in more than 700 years of history. When Edward I summoned the first

representative parliament in 1295, he opened with an address outlining the King's own priorities. Today,
we live in a modem democracy where the Sovereign reigns but does not rule and the people's elected

government acts in the name of the Crown.

Parliament now opens with a speech prepared by Her Majesty's ministers, setting forth the government's

policies and plans.

Thus, the Speech that I read this afternoon represents both our democracy's link to the past and its

forward evolution a symbol of continuity, as well as progress.

We first should pause to honour four Ottawa-Carleton transit workers who, earlier this month, were killed

while working to provide for themselves and their families. We remember Brian Guay, Clare Davidson,

David Lemay and Harry Schoenmakers.

Since the prorogation of the Second Session, Ontario has lost three distinguished former parliamentarians:

Margaret Campbell, lawyer and provincial court judge, served as MPP for Toronto's St. George

constituency fi-om 1973 to 1981.

Donald Alexander Paterson, owner and manager of Paterson's Dry Goods and life-long resident of

Leamington, represented the people of Essex South for 12 years,

Charles Joseph Sylvanus Apps, better known as Syl Apps, represented the Kingston area for the same

12-year period, and served as Minister of Correctional Services.

Margaret Campbell was a trailblazer throughout her life. Called to the bar in 1937 at a time when women
faced obstacles to a career in law, by 1952 she had established her own law firm.

As Toronto's budget chief, Campbell was credited with modernizing the city's budget process and

introducing the widespread use of computers at city hall. In 1973, after serving as family court judge, she

was the first woman to be elected as a Liberal member of this Assembly.

In recognition of her pioneering spirit and many achievements, in 1984 the Liberal Party established the

Margaret Campbell Fund to support the recruitment and nomination of women seeking election to the

Legislature,

Though he left Queen's Park in 1975, Donald Paterson's love of politics and service to his community did

not end,

A concerned conservationist, Paterson will also be remembered for planting thousands of trees at the Two
Creeks Conservation Area, which he helped to create,

Donald Paterson's final act was the donation of his two corneas for transplant. This noble act on the part
of a man who prided himself on his humility serves as a reminder to us all of the importance of organ
donation.

A Canadian pole-vauh champion, Olympian, and star centre with the Toronto Maple Leafs, Syl Apps left

the team at the height of his hockey career to enlist in the Royal Canadian Army and serve during the

Second Worid War.

Returning to the Leafs after the War, Apps also served as Ontario Athletics Commissioner before entering

politics.
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To honour Syl Apps's love of sport, devotion to duty and years of service to the people of our province,

the government will create an office for Community Sport and Recreational Development, managed
under the leadership of a provincial coordinator.

Among the coordinator's duties will be the annual presentation of the Syl Apps Awards of Excellence to

boys and girls from across Ontario who embody his qualities of athleticism, duty and service.

People throughout Ontario indeed, across Canada recently marked the retirement of the building

where Syl Apps played many of his best games: Maple Leaf Gardens.

A construction project that brought hope and pride even during the darkest days of the Great Depression,

the Gardens played host to events as diverse as political conventions and rock concerts ... and for 68

years was home to Syl's beloved Maple Leafs.

This week also marked the end of another landmark era in Canadian hockey - the Gretzky era. As the

greatest player ever, Wayne Gretzky will not only be remembered for his brilliance on the ice, but also as

an ambassador for Canada and the game of hockey worldwide.

The memories of our province's rich history that are shared between generations . . . and between mothers,

fathers and their children, remind us of the special bond we feel toward our parents, grandparents and

others who raised us.

With much love and pride, we take a moment to thank those who brought us up . . . who cared for us

through thick and thin . . . and who challenged us to work hard, to do our best and never to give up.

The people of Ontario also value freedom and human rights.

Today, we pray for all the men and women of the Canadian Armed Forces, especially those risking their

lives to protect minorities in other countries.

Our thoughts are with all peoples on earth seeking refuge from persecution.

Events half a world away remind us that our province has been shaped by the contributions of men and

women from around the globe.

This time of year is important to many different members of the Ontario family, including those of the

Jewish faith commemorating Passover, Baha'is recognizing the holy period of Ridvan, Christians

celebrating the Resurrection of Jesus Christ, Sikhs and Hindus marking Vaisakhi, Muslims

commemorating Eid-ul-Adha, and Buddhists marking Vesakha.

These and other religious observances, remind us that, whatever our background, we are united by
common principles of family, tolerance, responsibility and compassion.

These principles led your government to conduct province-wide consultations on barriers to accessibility

faced by persons with disabilities. Last fall, your government introduced legislation the first of its kind

in Canada aimed at breaking down those barriers.

Concerns expressed about this pioneering legislation, however, have been heard. In response, your

government will take the time necessary to gather additional input, and will consult further before

reintroducing a bill for consideration by the Legislature.

A STRONG, GROWING ECONOMY
The economy is strong. But today's successes are merely a prologue to tomorrow's challenges.

Your government continues to work to make Ontario more competitive and to maintain its reputation as

an attractive place to invest, do business and create jobs.

Working together, in less than four years the people of this province have made unparalleled progress.

The deficit has been reduced and, provided the government maintains fiscal discipline and continues to

make tough decisions, the budget is on track to be balanced in the year 2000/2001, as promised.

The private sector has created 540,000 new jobs in less than four years.

Taxes have been cut 69 times.
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The average family's after-tax income has increased by more than three thousand dollars.

Ontario now leads the nation in economic growth.

For the first time this decade, there is underlying strength to our economy.

All in Ontario have worked hard taxpayers, families, employees, small business owners and

government. The people of this province have made great progress to get our house in order after years of

neglect. While more work remains, people have said the province is on the right track.

Yet Ontario cannot become complacent.

Prosperity did not materialize out of thin air. Economic progress cannot be taken for granted. Both are the

result of clear vision, decisive action, hard work and strong leadership.

As citizens of this province, we cannot let up our efforts or coast if we expect to preserve the economic

gains won by Ontario families over the past four years.

Economic success stems fi"om making the right choices.

And prosperity gained all too quickly can become prosperity lost ifwe make the wrong choices.

Future progress depends on continued vigilance, courage and strength of purpose.

Neither Canada nor Ontario is immune to the pressures of a global economy.

We live in a competitive and volatile world one where jobs and investment can exit the province more

easily and quickly than they entered, often at the push of a button.

In a global economy, one false move could result in thousands of lost jobs.

Economic progress ... job creation . . . and improvement in our standard of living are fi^agile.

The 1998 annual report of the Conference Board of Canada serves as a wake-up call to all of us.

While describing 1997's economic performance as "solid," the Conference Board notes that Canada had

"lost ground" against other countries especially our major competitor, the United States.

According to its report, "our poor record of manufacturing productivity growth in the 1990s stands in the

way of improving our competitiveness and quality of life in the 21st century. Canadian workers are more

productive than most, but less so than U.S. workers. This puts us at a disadvantage in attracting

investment in North American markets."

The board warns that our continued inability to generate greater productivity growth is "extremely

worrisome. Without improvements, our quality of hfe is in jeopardy."

"Quality of life" may sound abstract.

The people of Ontario, however, know what it means in real-life terms: Good jobs. Higher take-home

pay. More opportunities for our children. Providing for our families. Things that we cherish like a

first-class education system and health care we can rely on.

Strong leadership and clear action are required to protect them. In particular, four key steps:

First, we must continue to reduce taxes.

The debate is over. High taxes kill jobs. Tax cuts create jobs.

Canadian taxes are much higher than those in the United States, which continues to cut its taxes, a fact

stressed by the Organisation for Economic Cooperation and Development last November.

The international body recommends that, "(t)o the extent that the fiscal situation continues to improve,
consideration must be given to rolling back the relatively high average tax burden faced by Canadians and

lowering high marginal income tax rates."

As one step in the right direction, members will be asked in this session to consider a Taxpayer Protection

Act that would prevent fiiture governments fi-om raising taxes without voter approval.
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This legislation recognizes that the money spent by government does not belong to government. It

belongs to the people who earned it in the first place. It belongs to taxpayers. It is theirs. There must be

limits to the amount government can reach into the pockets of hard-working citizens.

Second, we must maintain the province's reputation as an attractive place to invest and create jobs.

Our nation relies heavily on investment to create jobs.

In the words of the Conference Board of Canada, our ability to attract investment "will remain one of the

central determinants of our industrial competitiveness as we head into the 21st century. We must ensure

that we 'get our share'; otherwise, we will be unable to maintain, much less build upon, our successes of

the past."

In a competitive global environment, the eyes of the international community are upon us.

Two years ago, the rights of a group of employees at a Windsor Wal-Mart store were ignored when they
were unionized despite voting three-to-one against a union. Newspapers such as the New York Times,
Wall Street Journal and Washington Post followed this story closely and spread word across North

America and to readers and investors around the world.

Last session, members passed a Workplace Democracy Act, Bill 31, which protects the rights of workers

by allowing only the workers themselves to decide whether they will unionize.

While some union leaders and politicians have called for Bill Si's repeal, your government believes that

such a reversal would be wrong. Repeal would hurt employees' democratic rights. By sending a negative

signal to potential job-creators and investors, repeal of Bill 31 would also hurt people looking for work
and young people about to graduate and seek their first jobs.

Quite simply, protecting Ontario's economic gains means staying the course.

Efforts to reduce red-tape and other barriers to job-creation must be redoubled. Members will therefore be

asked to consider the Red Tape Reduction Act the most recent in a number of bills the government has

introduced to eliminate job-killing regulation.

Ontario cannot afford to slide back to the old days of tax-and-spend government. To that end, members
will be asked to consider a Balanced Budget Act that would penalize the Premier and Cabinet if in fiiture

they fail to balance the budget.

This legislation simply proposes that governments do what Ontario working families do every day
balance their books, pay their debts, spend within their means.

Third, within Canada, we must eliminate barriers to intemal trade.

Your government's position is clear: The Quebec government's 30-year history of unfair treatment of

construction contractors and workers fi-om Ontario, and its foot-dragging in living up to intemal trade

agreements can no longer be tolerated. This is particularly so since, until this month, companies and

workers fi-om Quebec had unrestricted access to our province, while many Ontario construction workers

went without work.

Recently, the government announced tough measures intended to level the playing field between our two

provinces. As the next step, members will be asked to consider a Fairness is a Two-Way Street Act to

place new restrictions on construction contractors, workers and aggregate haulers fi-om any place that

does not treat Ontario's contractors and workers fairly.

Our ultimate goal is the elimination of barriers, not their entrenchment. Until the playing field is leveled,

however, your government is taking strong action to defend the jobs and the livelihood of its people.

Fourth, to maintain Ontario's economic strength and growth requires a clear plan for the fiiture.

Following extensive consultations, the Ontario Jobs and Investment Board has developed a blueprint to

enhance our competitiveness and improve our standard of living.

Its final report, A Road Map To Prosperity, addresses the twin challenges of creating meaningfiil jobs and

strengthening the economy both vital to give us the means to support the things that matter most to us,

such as first-class health care and excellence in education.
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Your government will follow the road map provided by the Jobs and Investment Board.

A strong economy is important, vital, and critical.

But a strong economy means much more.

A strong economy is the foundation of everything else people want in life for themselves and their

families.

Only a strong economy will give us the means to put even more precious dollars into a strong health care

system.

Only a strong economy lets us maintain a strong education system.

Only a strong economy means people can look forward to a brighter future for our children ... a cleaner

environment ... a safer province.

Good government is about making the right choices . . . about ensuring that what government spends is

actually an investment in today and tomorrow.

LEARNEVG FOR ALL

Only a strong economy generates the resources needed to maintain an excellent system of public

education.

Child advocate the Honourable Margaret McCain and renowned expert Dr. Fraser Mustard have prepared

a ground-breaking report that examines children's development during the early years of their lives.

Their exciting study provides compelling evidence that the manner in which the brain develops before age

six in particular, before age three has a profound effect on learning, behaviour, coping skills and

health later in life.

This government enthusiastically agrees that early-childhood development is a high public priority for all

of us, especially parents, grandparents and education and community professionals.

Your government embraces this report. Earlier this week it responded with an Early Years Program that

combines existing programs and bold new initiatives.

Excellence in our elementary and secondary schools is characterized by accountability and high

standards. This government's plan for better education and excellence will continue.

Building on what has aheady been accomplished, the government has developed a Charter of Education

Rights and Responsibilities that outlines principles by which all those involved in classroom learning can

work together for the highest-quality education possible.

The Charter identifies essential rights and responsibilities of students, teachers and parents. To that end,

the government will:

create a province-wide code of conduct for students that sets clear minimum standards for behaviour

and spells out the consequences for breaking the rules;

give teachers the resources they need to maintain respect and discipline in their classrooms and to

ensure a safe, productive learning environment;

require all teachers to participate in a compulsory competency testing program to stay up-to-date;

expand student testing to all grades;

ensure that schools promote only those students with acceptable levels of achievement; and

give parents the right to a more active role in the education system.

Since 1995, your government has introduced a number of education reforms, such as an improved
curriculum and standard testing.
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Through these meaningful measures, parents can now track their children's progress, evaluate schools in

their neighbourhoods and compare boards' performance.

Ensuring quality education for our children requires measuring progress and making certain that all of our

teachers have the tools and training they need to get the job done. Just as we now test the performance of

our schools and our students, so too should we test teachers.

Your government's plan for post-secondary education also recognizes excellence and achievement. It will

continue to improve access, assist students who need it, and work to ensure that degrees and diplomas are

direct paths to jobs.

From our early days continuing through adulthood, learning must be a life-long process. This is

particularly true as all of us are required to adapt to new technology, new lifestyles and an ever-changing

job-market.

Many diverse programs and initiatives throughout the province already contribute to a learning society.

Your government will take a leadership role to coordinate these many and diverse fragments.

Your government will also work to ensure that the voice of retired teachers is heard in decisions about the

pension plan ofwhich they are beneficiaries.

BREAKING THE CYCLE OF WELFARE DEPENDENCY

Before 1995, respect, dignity and a clear route to self-reliance too often were missing from our welfare

system. And too many children were the victims of dependency that was passed from one generation to

the next.

Your government has worked to turn welfare from a hand-out to a hand-up.

A strong economy and the introduction of work-for-welfare have combined to free 374,000 people from

welfare dependency.

That's equivalent to 12 people every hour escaping the welfare trap. Twelve people an hour whose lives

are back on track.

Through mandatory work-for-welfare, more and more welfare recipients are learning new skills and

earning valuable references. Many are being introduced to opportunities of which they had never before

dreamt.

But the challenging task of turning our welfare system around is not yet complete. Ontario must build

upon the progress made to date.

More can be done more must be done to ensure that welfare is but a short-term stage in anyone's
life ... to ensure that welfare is merely a transition phase leading to bigger and better things, including the

excitement of getting and holding a job.

Your government will also re-introduce and ask members to consider amendments to the Child and

Family Services Act which, if passed, would promote the best interest, protection and well-being of

children. Your government hoped for and wanted the approval of this law during the last session. Once

again, it is seeking the support of all members to ensure that no child suffers because better, clearer laws

are not in place.

A CLEANER ONTARIO

Today, Earth Day 1999, we recognize the importance of our natural heritage.

Having inherited some of the most beautiful lands and waters in the country, the continent and, indeed,

the world, we are filled with a sense of both pride and responsibility.

Your government recently announced the largest expansion of parks and protected areas in the history of

Ontario 378 new parks and protected areas.

As a result of the "Living Legacy" commitment, the people of Ontario now own more than 23 million

acres of protected lands and waters, an area equivalent to all of Ontario south of Algonquin Park.
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And, last week, one of the most famous urban parklands in the world The Rouge was expanded

through your government's $26.3 million donation, which includes 1630 acres of land.

As a fiirther step in our conservation plans and to recognize the coming millennium, your government
will respond to groups that have asked it to take a leadership role in developing the Century Conservation

Challenge Awards.

This awards program will recognize communities, provincial agencies, individuals and corporations that

set and meet conservation goals to commemorate the new century and millennium.

The government is already taking other steps to protect our environment, launching the Drive Clean

program to reduce smog in our cities and going to court to ensure that our American neighbours will hold

themselves to the tough air quality standards to which Ontario will hold itself.

Although the people of Ontario have already accomplished a great deal, our work to protect the

environment teaches us that we must continue to make progress and carmot coast on yesterday's victories.

HEALTH CARE WE CAN DEPEND ON

All of us in this province cherish public health care. We expect it to be there for us when we need it.

As much as we value it, people also understand the delivery of health care is a complex, complicated

issue. There are no easy answers.

This complexity is compounded by the fact that government funds the system, but does not control every

aspect of it.

Governments in all provinces and territories regardless of political stripe face many of the same

issues and dilemmas.

The Ontario government is working closely with its counterparts in other provinces to share best practices

and coordinate efforts to improve health care.

During the last four years, your government has made some difficult decisions to ensure that people have

access to an efficient and modem system. This has not been easy, but for too long these decisions had

been put off and Ontario's health care system was left to drift and decline.

Your government has made these long-delayed, tough decisions. Today, most experts agree that the

health care system is now pointed in the right direction . . . And with renewed economic strength, for the

first time in many years, Ontario has the ability to re-invest in health care.

This is all at risk, however, unless the economy is strong and vibrant.

It takes a strong economy to give us the means we need to support a health care system on which we all

can truly rely. It takes a strong economy to preserve imiversal access to health care services.

Only a growing economy has made possible the expansion of cardiac care services by 36 per cent . . . new

dialysis services for 320 patients closer to their homes ... expanded breast-cancer screening for 325,000

women annually by 2000 . . . and 20,000 new long-term care beds the first in over a decade.

Construction of the first group of 6700 long-term care beds is already underway, and a further 6700 beds

will be awarded this spring. Included in the beds to be awarded will be Canada's first long-term care

centre for the deaf community. Your government will work with the Bob Rumball Centre for the Deaf to

meet the long-term care needs of deaf seniors.

Furthermore, your government has launched Canada's first comprehensive strategy addressing the needs

ofpeople with Alzheimer's disease and their families.

Only a growing economy has made it possible for the provincial government to increase health care

spending by $1.5 billion since 1995, as well as offset the impact of federal funding cuts.

Ontario's government is proud to have led the campaign to reverse the federal government's health care

cuts. The federal government has finally started to restore some of the $2.8 billion that it cut. This is a

good first step, but it is only a first step.
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Your government has promised that every dollar of health care funding that the federal government
restores to the people of Ontario will be spent on health care.

This money is already being directed to five priorities:

hiring more nurses;

reducing waiting lists;

relieving pressure on emergency rooms;

expanding home care even further; and

accelerating the plan to open 20,000 new long-term care beds.

While the task is difficult and the challenges are complex, your government is determined to continue to

provide a universally-accessible health care system that provides top quality service to patients, where

and when they need it.

A SAFER PROVINCE

Citizens expect their elected representatives to keep our streets safe and our communities secure.

They expect their governments and leaders to be clearly and unequivocally on the side of victims not

willing and eager to defend and make excuses for the criminals who prey on too many.

The Ontario government hears the concerns people have voiced about the prevalence of crime.

It understands that these concerns are real and legitimate not fabricated or overstated.

For decades, governments across the country have tried to explain away criminal behaviour. This

approach has failed.

Governments need to explain less and to deter more.

Your government is fighting crime not turning its back and dismissing people's concerns.

Already your government's actions are placing an additional 1000 new, front-line police officers on our

streets, as well as 120 new OPP cadets.

Shortly it will place before you proposed legislation to estabUsh a provincial registry of sex offenders.

The bill is named Christopher's Law in memory of 1 1 -year old Christopher Stephenson, who in 1988 was

brutally murdered by a convicted pedophile free on federal parole.

The government will also announce a comprehensive strategy to combat elder abuse.

The federal government once again has ignored the need and the public demand for fundamental reform

of the young offenders law. For its part, the provincial government remains committed to turning young
offenders' lives around through "boot camp" and strict discipline programs.

We must not forget the women and men who protect our neighbourhoods and our families more so,

those officers who lay down their lives doing so.

In order to properly recognize the sacrifice made by police officers who have lost their lives in the service

of the people of Ontario, your government in cooperation with police organizations will construct a

manorial to fallen officers.

The monimaent will be raised only yards away from this Legislature, just south of the Whitney Block. Its

location will remind not just citizens but also public servants, MPPs, and cabinet ministers of the

women and men across this province who gave their lives while safeguarding ours and those of our

families.

As Year 2000 approaches, already preparations are underway for an entire year of celebration and

commemoration, ofremembrance of our past and optimism for our future.

As we prepare for a new millennium, the people of Ontario maintain these fundamental beliefs:
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The global economy is a reality that cannot be ignored.

Our thirst for knowledge has never been as important.

Dignity, respect and self-reliance must continue to be a part of our welfare system.

We must protect our environment.

We need to preserve a public health care system on which every family in Ontario can truly rely.

And the desire to protect the safety and security of ourselves and our families endures.

In the face of these demands, it is essential that Ontario continue to grow and prosper . . . continue to

develop the means to provide what we all want and need.

Our province already derives much strength from its resources and its people.

But more than these alone will be required to maintain our forward momentum.

To match the strength of its citizens and resources, the people of Ontario need vision, determination,

decisiveness, inspiration and courage from their leaders.

Your government understands these expectations.

It has responded to this challenge for the past four years.

And it will continue to do so into the fiiture.

Donald Alexander Paterson, propri^taire et administrateur de Paterson's Dry Goods et citoyen de

longue date de Leamington, a repr6sent6 pendant 12 ans la population d'Essex-Sud.

Charles Joseph Sylvanus Apps, mieux connu sous le nom de Syl Apps, a represent^ la region de

Kingston pendant les 12 memes ann^es et a 6t6 ministre des Services correctionnels.
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Toute sa vie, Margaret Campbell a jou6 un role de piormiere. Re9ue au barreau en 1937, k une 6poque ou

les femmes se heurtaient a bien des obstacles dans cette profession, elle a, dds 1952, mis sur pied son

propre cabinet.

En tant que responsable du budget de la Ville de Toronto, Mme Campbell a le m6rite d'avoir modernist

le processus budg^taire de la Ville et d'avoir instaur^ I'usage des ordinateurs a I'hotel de ville. Elle a et6

juge au tribunal de la famille, puis elle est devenue, en 1973, la premiere femme liberale a singer a

I'Assembl^e legislative.

En reconnaissance de son oeuvre de pionni^re et de ses nombreuses realisations, le Parti liberal a cr66 le

Fonds Margaret Campbell en 1984, afin de favoriser le recrutement de candidates et 1'election de femmes

k I'Assembl^e legislative.

Donald Paterson a quitte Queen's Park en 1975, mais son amour de la politique et son devouement pour
la collectivity ont perdure.

On gardera de M. Paterson le souvenir d'un ^cologiste convaincu qui a plants des milliers d'arbres dans la

zone de protection de la nature de Two Creeks, qu'il a contribue a creer.

Le dernier geste de Donald Paterson a 6te de faire don de ses yeux h. des fins de greffe com^nne. Cet acte

noble de la part d'un homme qui se faisait de I'humilite un point d'honneur nous rappelle a tous

rimportance des dons d'organe.

Champion canadien de saut a la perche, athlete olympique et joueur de centre etoile pour les Maple Leafs

de Toronto, Syl Apps a quitt^ I'equipe alors qu'il etait a I'apog^e de sa carriere pour s'enroler dans

I'armee canadienne et servir son pays pendant la Seconde Guerre mondiale.

A la fin du conflit, il est retoume jouer avec les Maple Leafs. Avant de faire de la politique, M. Apps
avait occupe le poste de commissaire aux sports professionnels de I'Ontario.

En hommage k I'amour du sport qui animait Syl Apps, h. son sens du devoir et a ses annees de service

pour la population ontarienne, le gouvemement creera un bureau pour le developpement des sports et des

loisirs communautaires, qui sera place sous la direction d'un coordonnateur provincial.

L'lme des responsabilites du coordonnateur sera la remise annuelle du Prix d'excellence Syl Apps a des

gar9ons et a des fiUes de toute la province qui incament les plus grandes qualites de cet ancien depute :

I'athletisme, le sens du devoir et le devouement.

La population de toute la province et, en fait, de tout le Canada a souligne recemment le depart de

r^quipe de hockey de I'^difice ou Syl Apps a joue bon nombre de ses meilleurs matchs : le Maple Leaf

Gardens.

Cet edifice a 6t6 source d'espoir et de fierte meme aux jours les plus sombres de la Grande Crise et a 6t6

I'hote d'6v6nements aussi varies que des congres politiques et des spectacles de musique rock... et

pendant 68 ans, ce stade a ete le foyer des Maple Leafs, 6quipe de predilection de Syl.

Cette semaine a marque la fin d'une epoque memorable de I'histoire du hockey canadien I'^re

Gretzky. Wayne Gretzky, le meilleur joueur de tous les temps, passera a I'histoire non seulement pour la

brillance de son jeu, mais aussi pour son role d'ambassadeur canadien du hockey a I'^tranger.

Les souvenirs qui forment la trame de la riche histoire de notre province et que Ton perp6tue d'lme

generation k I'autre nous rappellent le lien special qui nous unit h nos parents, a nos grands-parents et aux

personnes qui nous ont eieves.

C'est avec un sentiment d'amour et de fierte que nous prenons quelques instants pour remercier ceux et

celles qui nous ont vus grandir... qui ont pris soin de nous contre vents et marees... et qui nous ont

encourages k travailler fort, h. faire de notre mieux et k ne jamais abandonner la partie.

La population ontarienne accorde aussi une grande importance a la liberte et aux droits de la personne.

Nous disons aujourd'hui ime pridre pour les hommes et les femmes des Forces canadiennes, notamment
ceux et celles qui risquent leur vie pour proteger les minorites dans d'autres pays.

Nous pensons aujourd'hui a tous les peuples de la Terre qui fuient la persecution.
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Les 6v6nements qui se produisent de I'autre c6t6 de la planete nous rappellent que notre province a 6t6

fa?onnee par la contribution de femmes et d'hommes venus de tous les coins du monde.

Nous sommes h une periode importante de I'annee pour beaucoup de membres de la grande famille

ontarienne. Les juifs, par exemple, commemorent la paque. Les adeptes de la foi baha'ie reconnaissent la

periode sainte de Ridvan. Les Chretiens celebrent la resurrection de Jesus-Christ, Les sikhs et les hindous

marquent Vaisakhi, tandis que les musuhnans fetent Eid-ul-Adha et que les bouddhistes observent la fete

de Vesakha.

Ces pratiques religieuses, entre autres, nous rappellent que, quels que soient nos antecedents, nous

sommes tous unis par des principes communs : le sens de la famille, la tolerance, la responsabilite et la

compassion.

Ces principes ont amene votre gouvemement a mener des consultations a I'echelle de la province sur les

obstacles a I'accessibilite auxquels se heurtent les personnes qui ont un handicap. L'automne dernier,

votre gouvemement a depose un projet de loi le premier en son genre au Canada dans le but

d'eliminer ces obstacles.

UNE ECONOMIE VIGOUREUSE ET EN PLEINE CROISSANCE

L'economie est vigoureuse, mais nous devons nous rappeler que les succes d'aujourd'hui ne sont qu'un

prologue aux defis de demain.

Votre gouvemement poursuit ses efforts pour rendre I'Ontario plus concurrentiel et pour maintenir sa

reputation de lieu propice a I'investissement, aux affaires et a la creation d'emplois.

Conjuguant leurs efforts, les citoyens et citoyennes de la province ont fait, depuis quatre ans a peine, des

progres sans precedent.

Le deficit a ete reduit et, pourvu que le gouvemement continue de s'astreindre a une discipline budgetaire

et de prendre les decisions difficiles qui s'imposent, le budget devrait etre equilibre au cours de I'exercice

2000-2001, comme promis.

Le secteur prive a cree 540 000 emplois en moins de quatre ans.

Nous avons reduit les taxes et les impots 69 fois.

Le revenu net d'impot d'une famille moyenne s'est accm de plus de trois mille dollars.

L'Ontario est maintenant le chef de file du pays en ce qui a trait a la croissance economique.

Pour la premiere fois depuis le debut de la decennie, notre economic manifeste une force sous-jacente.

Tous ont travailie fort en Ontario les contribuables, les families, les employes, les proprietaires de

petites entreprises et le gouvemement. La population ontarienne a fait de grands progres en vue de retablir

I'ordre dans les affaires de la province, aprds des aimees de negligence. II reste encore beaucoup a faire,

mais les Ontariens nous indiquent que nous sommes sur la bonne voie.

Nous ne pouvons cependant nous reposer sur nos lauriers.

La prosperity n'est pas venue de nuUe part, et il ne faut pas tenir le progres economique pour acquis. Ces

deux phenomdnes r^sultent d'une clarte de vision, de gestes resolus, d'un achamement au travail et d'un

leadership energique.

Citoyennes et citoyens de I'Ontario, nous nous devons de soutenir la cadence si nous voulons preserver

les gains economiques realises au cours des quatre demieres annees.

Le succds economique est la consequence des bons choix que nous avons faits.

Et la prosperite gagnee peut rapidement disparaitre si nous nous engageons dans la mauvaise voie.
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Le progres futur depend de notre vigilance, de notre vaillance et de notre determination constantes.

Ni le Canada ni I'Ontario ne sont ^ I'abri des pressions d'une economie mondiale.

Nous vivons dans un monde concurrentiel, changeant et incertain. Un monde ou les emplois et les

investissements peuvent quitter la province plus facilement et plus rapidement qu'ils n'y sont entres.

Souvent, il suffit d'appuyer sur un bouton.

Dans une Economie mondiale, toute maladresse ou mauvaise decision peut entrainer la perte de milliers

d'emplois.

Le progres economique. . . la creation d'emplois. . . et 1 'amelioration de notre niveau de vie sont fragiles.

Dans un rapport annuel public en 1998, le Conference Board du Canada emet une mise en garde.

Bien qu'il qualifie de solide la performance Economique de 1997, cet organisme fait remarquer que le

Canada a perdu du terrain par rapport a certains pays, notamment a notre principal concurrent, les Etats-

Unis.

Dans ce rapport, on affirme que le faible accroissement de la productivite de notre secteur manufacturier,

au cours des annees 1990, risque de compromettre 1'amelioration de notre competitivite et de notre qualite

de vie au XXIe siecle. La productivite des travailleurs canadiens, bien que superieure a celle de la

majorite des autres pays, est inferieure a celle de la main-d'oeuvre americaine. Cela nous defavorise

lorsqu'il s'agit d'attirer les investissements sur les marches nord-americains.

Le Conference Board nous avertit que notre incapacite chronique d'accroitre notre productivite est

extremement inquietante et qu'elle menace notre niveau de vie.

L'expression niveau de vie peut sembler abstraite.

Mais la population ontarienne sait ce que cela signifie concretement : de bons emplois... un salaire net

plus eleve... de meilleures chances d'avenir pour nos enfants... la capacite de subvenir aux besoins de

nos families... des avantages auxquels nous tenons par exemple, un systeme d'education de premier
ordre et des soins de sante sur lesquels nous pouvons compter.

Un leadership resolu et des moyens precis sont necessaires pour les proteger, y compris quatre mesures

importantes :

Premierement, nous devons continuer de reduire les impots.

Le debat est clos. Les impots eleves tuent les emplois, tandis que les reductions d'impot ont pour effet

d'encreer.

Les impots au Canada sont beaucoup plus eleves qu'aux Etats-Unis, et ces demiers continuent a les

reduire. Cette situation a ete mise en evidence par 1'Organisation de Cooperation et de Developpement

Economiques en novembre dernier.

Selon la recommandation de cet organisme international, dans la mesure ou la situation fiscale continuera

de s'ameliorer, on devrait envisager la possibilite de reduire la charge fiscale moyenne relativement

elevee de la population canadienne et d'abaisser le taux marginal d'imposition, qui est substantiel.

Pour faire un pas dans la bonne voie, nous demanderons aux deputes, au cours de la session, d'envisager

I'adoption d'une Loi sur la protection des contribuables, afin d'empecher les gouvemements futurs

d'augmenter les impots sans le consentement de I'electorat.

Cette loi reconnait que I'argent depense par le gouvemement ne lui appartient pas. II appartient d'abord a

ceux et celles qui le gagnent. II appartient aux contribuables. II faut imposer des limites au montant que le

gouvemement peut aller puiser dans les poches de citoyens qui gagnent durement leur vie.

Deuxidmement, nous devons maintenir la reputation qu'a la province d'etre un lieu ou il fait bon s'etablir

et creer des emplois.

Pour cr^er des emplois, notre pays compte beaucoup sur les investissements.
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De Tavis du Conference Board du Canada, notre capacite d'attirer les investissements demeurera I'un des

principaux determinants de notre competitivite industrielle a I'aube du XXIe siecle. Nous devons veiller a

obtenir notre juste part, sinon nous serons incapables de maintenir les progres realises jusqu'ici, et encore

moins de faire fond sur ces progrds.

Dans un contexte de concurrence mondiale, la communaute Internationale a les yeux sur nous.

II y a deux ans, les droits d'un groupe d'employes d'un magasin Wal-Mart de Windsor ont ete meconnus

lorsque ces employes ont du joindre les rangs d'un syndicat, meme si les trois quarts d'entre eux avaient

vote contre I'affiliation syndicale. Des joumaux tels que le New York Times, le Wall Street Journal et le

Washington Post ont public des articles a ce sujet, et la nouvelle s'est repandue dans toute I'Amerique du

Nord et a rejoint les lecteurs et les investisseurs du monde entier.

Au cours de la demiere session, les membres de I'Assemblee ont adopte le projet de loi 31, intitule Loi

sur la democratic en milieu de travail, qui protege les droits des travailleurs en leur donnant a eux seuls le

droit de decider s'ils veulent se syndiquer.

Bien que certains leaders syndicaux et des politiciens aient reclame I'abrogation du projet de loi 31, le

gouvemement estime qu'un tel revirement serait une erreur, car cela porterait atteinte aux droits

democratiques des employes. De plus, en envoyant un message negatif aux createurs d'emplois et aux

investisseurs eventuels, I'abrogation de cette mesure legislative ferait du tort aux personnes qui cherchent

du travail et aux jeunes qui sont sur le point d'obtenir leur diplome et de decrocher leur premier emploi.

En un mot, pour proteger les gains 6cononiiques de I'Ontario, nous devons absolument poursuivre notre

trajectoire.

Nous devons redoubler nos efforts pour r^duire les formalites administratives et eliminer les autres

obstacles k la creation d'emplois. Nous demanderons done aux membres de I'Assemblee d'^tudier la Loi

visant h reduire les formalites administratives. II s'agit du plus recent d'une serie de projets de loi deposes

par le gouvemement pour eliminer la r^glementation qui etouffe les emplois.

L'Ontario ne peut pas se permettre de revenir en arriere, a I'epoque ou les gouvemements recouraient

librement a 1'imposition et a la depense. Voila pourquoi les deputes seront invites a examiner une Loi sur

I'equilibre budgetaire qui pimirait le premier ministre et le conseil des ministres si, a Tavenir, ceux-ci

6taient incapables de presenter un budget equilibre.

Cette loi propose simplement que les gouvemements fassent ce que fait chaque jour toute famille

ontarienne equilibrer son budget, payer ses dettes, depenser selon ses moyens.

Troisiemement, a I'interieur des frontieres canadiennes, nous devons eliminer les obstacles au commerce.

La position du gouvemement est claire. Depuis 30 ans, le gouvemement du Quebec traite injustement les

entrepreneurs de constmction et les ouvriers du batiment de I'Ontario. La lenteur de cette province h

appliquer les dispositions des ententes sur le commerce interieur ne sera plus toleree. D'autant moins que,

jusqu'^ ce mois-ci, les compagnies et les travailleurs du Quebec ont eu pleine liberte d'accds a notre

province, tandis qu'un grand nombre d'ouvriers ontariens de la constmction etaient sans emploi.

Le gouvemement a annonc6 r^cemment des mesures severes visant a uniformiser les regies du jeu entre

nos deux provinces. Dans un deuxieme temps, nous demanderons aux deputes d'envisager I'adoption
d'une Loi portant que la justice n'est pas k sens unique, afm d'imposer de nouvelles restrictions aux

entrepreneurs de constmction, aux ouvriers et aux transporteurs d'agregats provenant de toute province

qui ne traite pas 6quitablement les entrepreneurs et les ouvriers ontariens.

Notre objectif final est 1'elimination des obstacles, et non leur consecration. Tant que les regies du jeu
n'auront pas 6t uniformisees, votre gouvemement prendra des mesures energiques pour defendre les

emplois et le gagne-pain des habitants de la province.

Quatriemement, pour maintenir la vigueur et la croissance 6conomiques de I'Ontario, nous avons besoin

d'un plan d'avenir bien d^fini.
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Apr^s avoir men6 de vastes consultations, le Conseil de I'emploi et de I'investissement de 1'Ontario a mis

au point un plan directeur qui nous permettra d'ameliorer notre competitivite et de rehausser notre niveau

de vie.

Depuis 1995, le gouvemement a instaur^ im certain nombre de reformes dans le domaine de 1'Education.

Par exemple, nous avons am61iore le curriculum et mis en place im systeme d'examens normalises.

Grace h ces mesures importantes, les parents peuvent maintenant suivre les progr^s de leurs enfants,

^valuer les ^coles de leur quartier et comparer les r6sultats obtenus par divers conseils scolaires.

Pour assurer une ^ucation de qualite a nos enfants, nous devons, d'une part, evaluer leurs progres et,

d'autre part, veiller k ce que les enseignantes et enseignants possedent les outils et la formation

necessaires pour bien faire leur travail. Nous 6valuons le rendement des ecoles et des eldves, nous

devrions done aussi ^valuer la performance du personnel enseignant.

Le programme du gouvemement en matiere d'enseignement postsecondaire reconnalt lui aussi

I'excellence et la r^ussite. Nous continuerons d'ameliorer I'acces a I'enseignement postsecondaire,

d'aider les ^tudiants qui en ont besoin et de veiller a ce que les diplomes menent directement a des

emplois.

Nous pouvons et devons faire encore plus pour veiller k ce que le recours a I'aide sociale ne soit

qu'un episode passager dans la vie de quelqu'un... pour veiller k ce que I'aide sociale ne soit qu'une phase
transitoire vers un meilleur avenir, qui procurera la joie et la satisfaction d'obtenir et de conserver un

emploi.
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Votre gouveraement presentera ime fois de plus des modifications k la Loi sur les services a I'enfance et a

la famille qui, si elles sont adoptees, favoriseront I'interet veritable, la protection et le bien-etre des

enfants.

UN ONTARIO PLUS PROPRE

Aujourd'hui, nous cdebrons le Jour de la Terre. II est done approprie de reconnaitre Timportance de notre

patrimoine naturel.

Les terres, les lacs et les rivieres dont nous avons herite sont parmi les plus beaux du pays, du continent,

voire du monde. Cela nous remplit de fierte, mais accroit nos responsabilites.

Recemment, votre gouvemement a annonce 1'expansion du reseau de pares et de terres protegees la plus

importante de toute I'histoire de I'Ontario. En effet, 378 nouveaux pares et zones protegees ont ete cre^s.

Par suite de I'adoption de la strategic Patrimoine vital, les Ontariens et Ontariennes possedent
maintenant plus de 23 millions d'acres de terres et de cours d'eau proteges, soit une superficie egale a la

totalite du territoire ontarien au sud du Pare Algonquin.

Et la semaine demiere, le gouvemement a cede 1 630 acres de terrain, un don de 26,3 millions de dollars,

a Tun des pares en milieu urbain les plus connus du monde, le reseau de terres de la Rouge.

Dans un effort pour assurer une plus grande protection de la nature et pour marquer I'avenement du

nouveau mill^naire, le gouvemement donnera suite aux recommandations des groupes qui souhaitaient

qu'il exerce son leadership a cet egard et il creera les Prix du siecle pour la protection de la nature.

Ces prix seront decemes aux communautes, organismes provinciaux, particuliers et societes qui se fixent

et atteignent des objectifs en matiere de protection de la nature pour souligner a la fois le nouveau siecle

et le nouveau millenaire.

Cette complexity s'accroit du fait que le gouvemement s'occupe du financement du. systeme, mais qu'il

n'en controle pas tous les aspects.

Les gouvemements de chaque province et territoire quelle que soit leur couleur politique font face

aux memes problemes et dilemmes.

Le gouvemement de I'Ontario collabore 6troitement avec les gouvemements d'autres provinces en vue de

partager les meilleures pratiques et de coordonner les initiatives d'amelioration des soins de sant6.

Au cours des quatre demieres annees, le gouvemement a 6te appele k prendre certaines decisions

difficiles pour que la population ait acces a un systeme efficient et modeme. Cela n'a pas ete facile, mais

ces decisions avaient ete differees trop longtemps et le systeme de sant6 de I'Ontario avait commence a

d^river et a se d^grader.
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Nous avons pris ces decisions difficiles qui avaient tarde. Aujourd'hui, la plupart des experts s'entendent

pour dire que le systeme de sante est dans la bonne voie.

En effet, il nous faut une economic vigoureuse pour nous permettre de financer un systeme de sante sur

lequel nous pouvons tous vraiment compter. II nous faut une economic vigoureuse si nous voulons

prot^ger I'acces universel aux soins de sante.

Seule une economic en pleine croissance nous a permis d'accroitre le traitement des maladies cardiaques
de 36 pour 100... d'offrir 320 nouvelles unites de dialyse plus pres du domicile des malades... d'elargir les

initiatives de depistage du cancer du sein de fa9on a permettre a 325 000 femmes d'en beneficier chaque
annee des I'an 2000... d'ouvrir, pour la premiere fois en plus de dix ans, 20 000 nouveaux lits de soins de

longue duree.

L'amenagement d'un premier groupe de locaux qui abriteront 6 700 lits de soins de longue duree a deja

commence, et 6 700 lits de plus seront autorises ce printemps. Ces lits comprennent notamment ceux qui

seront ouverts dans le premier centre de soins de longue duree au Canada pour personnes sourdes. Le

gouvemement coUaborera avec le centre Bob Rumball pour personnes sourdes afin de satisfaire aux

besoins a long terme des personnes agees malentendantes.
