2. Order an external review of Correctional Services of Canada in light of compelling and irrefutable
evidence that CSC continues to pursue a dangerous and illegal policy whereby prisoners are
cascaded to lower security settings and ultimately freedom, based not on individual risk
assessments but on meeting numerical targets or 'quotas'.

3. Follow through with a commitment made in April 2000 before a Federal Justice Committee
whereby he denied the existence of the aforementioned policy and offered to confirm this in
writing to the CSC Commissioner, Wardens and Staff that the prisoners must not be cascaded to
lower security settings and ultimately, freedom based on numerical quotas.
