This will allow us to accommodate eleven
independent Members into the previously established eight-day rotation. Each independent Member
recognized during Question Period will continue to have the opportunity to ask one question and one
supplementary.

With regard to Members' Statements, there will continue to be one statement allotted to an
independent Member every sessional day, however, each individual Member will be entitled to
participate once per eleven-day period instead of once per ten-day period.
